2. Amendment of Schedule.- In the schedule to the Kamnataka General

(a) in column (4), for the words “the Karnataka Examination Authority”,

wherever it occurs, the words “any authority specified by the Government”, shall be
substituted;

(b) in column (5),-

(i) for the heading “For Direct Recruitment”, and the entries relating there
to, the following shall be substituted, namely:-

“For Direct Recruitment.- Must have p:used Master Dc-gree_in St?cul;d
class with minimum of fifty-five percent of marks in the subjects specified in the

table annexed to the schedule with a Bachelor Degree in Education (B.Ed.) or its
equivalent :

Provided that, in respect of candidates belonging to the Scheduled Castes
or Scheduled Tribes must have passed Master Degree with fifty percent of marks

in the subject specified in the table annexed to the schedule with a Bachelor
Degree in Education (B.Ed.) or its equivalent.”

(ii) in the heading “For Promotion”, for clause (1), the following shall be
substituted, namely:-

“(1) Must have passed Master Degree in second class with not less
than fifty percent of marks in the concerned subject or in any of the

optional subjects studied at Degree level with a Bachelor Degree in
Education (B.Ed.) or its equivalent:”

(iii) for the heading “For Inservice Direct Recruitment”, and the entries
relating there to, the following shall be substituted, namely:-

“For inservice Direct Recruitment.- Must have passed Master Degree in
second class with not less than fifty-five percent of marks in the concerned

subjects and in any one of the optional subject studied at Degree level with a
Bachelor Degree in Education (B.Ed.) or its equivalent :

Provided that, in case of candidates belonging to the Scheduled Castes or
Scheduled Tribes must have passed Master Degree with not less than fifty
percent of marks in the concerned subject and in any one of the optional subject

studied at degree level with a Bachelor Degree in Education (B.Ed.) or its
equivalent”
